In November 2010 the Foundation’s Trustees considered the changing political scenario and the impact of new policies in the region. They confirmed their current grants policy and wish to emphasise that funds continue to be available for policy-related work and campaigning. 
Applications should be sent through the post but the Administrator is willing to comment on summary outlines emailed in advance of the deadlines.

The Foundation cannot provide a “safety net” for organisations at risk of failing or closing. The Trustees are, however, committed to continuing to support policy functions, and particularly the “voices” of vulnerable groups in North East communities, especially if they are disproportionately affected by public expenditure cuts, reduction in services and the loss of grant aid to the sector.

The focus for policy-related work and campaigning may have shifted from regional to national structures but the Foundation believes that new opportunities should arise through regional bodies such as the Local Enterprise Partnerships. National organisations may be expected to find new ways of responding to regional needs. 

The Trustees are aware that monitoring the medium-long term effects of new policies is necessary to provide evidence for policy action and campaigning. The implications of more public services being provided by the sector, and by the private sector, require careful consideration, as do new models of finance such as Social Impact Bonds and Payment by Results, and there may be opportunities for closer links with the private sector. Potential applicants are urged to refer to the grants list on the website for examples of impact and influence and for possibilities of partnership working or alliances with current grant-holders.
