	Neglect remains the most common form of child abuse across the UK. Numbers of recorded cruelty and neglect offences in England and Northern Ireland are now the highest they have been for a decade. Read more at nspcc.org.uk/howsafe
Hurting inside: NSPCC report on the learning from the NSPCC helpline and ChildLine on neglect.
Summary: Analysis of contacts about child neglect to the NSPCC adult helpline. Shares what children tell ChildLine about their experiences of neglect. Key findings include: neglect is the top reason why people contact the helpline; helpline statistics show that adults are more likely to report concerns about younger children in relation to neglect; younger children are often not aware they are being neglected and rarely seek help. Illustrates how a call to the helpline can make a difference to a child's life.
